1) Majestic �� Classical melodies that make us 
feel the greatness of God.  This could be Kol 
Nidre on the High Holidays or Shema at a 
regular Shabbat service. 

 
2) Meditative �� This is music that is more 

inward and reflective.  Perhaps it is a niggun, 
a melody without words, or a Mi Shebeirach 
that helps to center us or Hashkiveinu that 
asks for peace and protection through the 
night. 

 
3) Meeting – These are melodies in which we 

feel the power of the community because 
they draw out our voices.  It could be a 
familiar V’shamru or a contemporary L’cha 
Dodi that makes us tap our feet and inspires 
us to sing along.  Sometimes it might take 
singing the melody a few times before it 
fulfills the function of meeting. 

 
4) Momentum �� These are melodies meant to 

move the service along and connect the 
sections.  It might be a Chatzi Kaddish or 
music that is connected to a particular 
season/holiday of the Jewish year.

We have a long list of 
further building maintenance we need to do, 
including the replacement of additional HVAC 
units in other parts of our synagogue that are 
30 years old, as well as painting our building 
which will also require some significant 
carpentry work.   
 
Members of Temple Beth David are required to 
contribute to our Building Fund for ongoing 
maintenance, but this commitment of $400 per 
year is only for the first 5 years of membership.

We are 
encouraged by the improvements to the 
reliability of the signal and the bandwidth that

Mark Lampie and Jim Grasfield were also 
responsible for replacing our parking lot 
lighting, outside building lights, and the lights in 
our sanctuary and Rosen Hall with LED bulbs.  
LED lighting is highly energy efficient, which 
should translate into significant cost savings for 
the temple. 
 
For those of you who have not heard, the week 
before the High Holidays, our application was 
approved to receive federal funding from the

security grant program.  These federal funds will 
allow us to upgrade our security at the temple, 
including new access controls for our main 
entrances, video intercoms, door locking 
mechanisms, cameras and an intrusion detection 
system.  Our Safety Committee, chaired by Nancy 
Gottlieb and Matt Watsky, put in a significant 
amount of time preparing our successful grant 
application.
